AAUW—Achievement Award

This award is presented biennially to a woman of outstanding achievement in an academic
or professional field. There is no age limit or restriction as to the recipient’s field, but the
award is usually given to a mature woman whose accomplishments have spanned ten years
or more. An honorarium of $10,000 accompanies the award. Materials must be received by
March 15.

AAUW—Founders Distinguished Senior Scholar Award

This award honors a woman scholar at the pinnacle of her academic career for a lifetime of
outstanding research, teaching, publications, and impact on women in her profession and in
the community. It is open to women in all disciplines who are U.S. citizens or permanent
residents. The award includes an honorarium of $1,000 and travel expenses to the AAUW
convention. Materials must be received by February 10.

AAUW—Recognition Award for Emerging Scholars

This award honors an untenured woman scholar who has a record of exceptional early
professional accomplishments and demonstrates promise of future distinction. It is open to
women in all disciplines who are U.S. citizens or permanent residents, have earned a
doctorate or equivalent within the previous five years, and are untenured. The award
includes an honorarium of $5,000 and travel expenses to the AAUW convention. Materials
must be received by February 10.

AAUW—Women of Distinction Awards

This award recognizes women who set a high standard of excellence in their professions or
their communities, locally, or globally.

AHA—Herbert Baxter Adams Prize

The AHA offers prizes to recognize works of high scholarly and literary merit. The prize is
given for a book on ancient, medieval, or modern European history to 1815 in even-
numbered years and for a book on nineteenth- and twentieth-century European history in
odd-numbered years. Textbooks are ineligible, but works of wide scope that interpret major
periods qualify. Pamphlets, anthologies, edited works, and other small-scale efforts are
ineligible. The author must be a citizen or permanent resident of the United States or
Canada. The submission deadline is May 15.

AHA—George Louis Beer Prize

The prize is awarded annually for the best work on any phase of European international
history since 1895. The phrase “European international history since the year 1895” may be
understood to mean any study of international history since the year 1895 with a significant
European dimension. Only scholarly books of an historical nature should be submitted.
Research accuracy, originality, and literary merit are important factors. To be eligible, books
must be written by a scholar who is a United States citizen or permanent resident. The
submission deadline is May 15.

AHA—Prize in Atlantic History

The prize is offered for outstanding historical writing that explores aspects of integration of
Atlantic worlds before the twentieth century. Only books of high scholarly and literary
merit will be considered. Research accuracy and originality also will be important factors in
the evaluation of the books. The submission deadline is May 15.

AHA—Albert J. Beveridge Award

Each year, this award in American history honors a distinguished book in English on the
history of the United States, Latin America, or Canada from 1492 to the present. Books that
use new methodological or conceptual tools or that constitute a significant re-examination
of an important interpretive problem will receive preference. Biographies, monographs, and
works of synthesis and interpretation are eligible; translations, anthologies, and collections
of documents are not. The submission deadline is May 15.

AHA—Paul Birdsall Prize

This prize is offered biennially for a major work on European military and strategic history
since 1870. Preference will be given to the international aspects of military history (military/
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diplomatic), but studies of the impact of technological developments, strategic planning,
and military events on politics, economics, and society also qualify. Purely technical studies,
divorced from historical context, will not. The AHA will give preference to younger aca-
demics, but older scholars and nonacademic candidates will not be excluded. Authors must
be citizens of the United States or Canada. The submission deadline is May 15.

AHA—Albert B. Corey Prize

The prize is jointly sponsored by the AHA and the Canadian Historical Association, and
offered biennially for the best book on the history of Canadian-American relations or the
history of both countries. It will be awarded at the annual meeting of the AHA. The
submission deadline is May 15.

AHA—]John H. Dunning Prize

The prize is offered biennially to a young scholar for an outstanding book on any subject
related to U.S. history. It is awarded in odd-numbered years. To be eligible for consider-
ation, an entry must be of a scholarly historical nature and it must be the author’s first or
second book. The submission deadline is May 15.

AHA—Herbert Feis Award

This award for independent scholars or public historians is funded by the Rockefeller
Foundation and is offered annually for distinguished research and publication by a histo-
rian outside academe. The publication may be in the form of a book, an article, a series of
articles, or an in-house publication shown to have had a major impact on the policy of the
employing and circulating organization or of the formation of policy generally. The inten-
tion is to recognize and encourage the work of independent scholars. Eligibility extends to
individuals outside academe for a minimum of three years prior to the award year, includ-
ing self-employed, government, corporation, society or association employees, and associ-
ates at nonacademic research or consulting firms. Those historians whose careers have been
chiefly in academe are not eligible. The submission deadline is May 15.

AHA—Leo Gershoy Award

This award is offered annually to recognize outstanding historical writing in seventeenth-
and eighteenth-century Western European history. Only books of high scholarly and liter-
ary merit will be considered. The submission deadline is May 15.

AHA—Gutenberg-e Prize

The program, originally launched in 1999 with a generous grant from the Andrew W.
Mellon Foundation, is not intended simply to reward excellence in scholarship with yet
another prestigious prize but rather to use prestige—the bluest of ribbons awarded by the
grandest of juries with the full authority of the AHA behind it—to set a high standard for
electronic publishing. By legitimizing electronic publishing, the AHA hopes to change
attitudes of academics toward e-books. By making most of the new media, the program may
also contribute to a new conception of the book itself as a vehicle of knowledge. Each prize
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consists of a $20,000 fellowship to be used by the author for converting the dissertation into
an electronic monograph of the highest quality to be published by Columbia University
Press. The dissertations must be in English and have been defended at a university in the
United States or Canada. A dissertation in English defended at a university not located in
the United States or Canada is also eligible if the author is a member of the AHA. One prize
is reserved for a dissertation or first-book manuscript by an independent, public, or part-
time scholar—that is, a historian who does not have full-time employment in an institution
that supports research. A panel of distinguished scholars in the field judges the disserta-
tions. Submissions are judged primarily on the scholarly merit of the dissertation. The
submission deadline is September 1.

AHA—Wesley-Logan Prize

This prize in African diaspora history is awarded annually for an outstanding book on an
aspect of the history of the dispersion, settlement, adjustment, or return of peoples origi-
nally from Africa. Books on any period or geographical location are eligible. The submission
deadline is May 15.

AHA—]James Harvey Robinson Prize

This prize is awarded biennially in even-numbered years for the teaching aid that has made
the most outstanding contribution to history teaching in any field during the past three
years. Teaching aids include textbooks, source materials, and audio-visual and computer-
assisted instruction programs and techniques. Winners of the prize receive a one-year AHA
membership. The submission deadline is May 15.

AHA—George L. Mosse Prize

This prize in European history is an annual award, honoring outstanding work on the
cultural and intellectual history of Europe since the Renaissance. The submission deadline
is May 15.

AHA—]John E. O’Connor Film Award

The honorific award seeks to recognize outstanding interpretations of history through the
medium of film or video. The production should arouse interest in its subject, encourage
viewers to ask questions about historical interpretations, and interest viewers in seeking
additional insights through reading. Films and videos may provide unique perspectives on
the past using techniques that are different from those employed by the author of a book.
The production should organize and communicate information and concepts in ways that
effectively educate viewers. The film or video should reflect an understanding of new trends
in research regarding the subject under study and address some of the important questions
raised in this scholarship. The film or video should depict the past accurately. Details such
as language, clothing, and furniture are less important than how a film or video presents the
larger picture of life and times portrayed therein. The committee may seek nominations,
solicit film and video entries, or receive nominations from filmmakers, historians, and
others. Films and videos, or series of films and videos, longer than two hours are not
eligible. Films and videos can be submitted only once. A copy of each entry must be sent to
each of the following committee members by May 16.
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AHA—Littleton-Griswold Prize

This prize recognizes the best book of the year on any subject in the history of American law
and society. Only books of high scholarly and literary merit will be considered. The sub-
mission deadline is May 15.

AHA—Waldo G. Leland Prize

This prize is offered every five years for the most outstanding history reference tool. The
term reference tool encompasses bibliographies, indexes, encyclopedias, and other scholarly
materials. The submission deadline is May 15.

AHA—Joan Kelly Memorial Prize

This prize is awarded annually for the book in women'’s history and/or feminist theory that
best reflects the high intellectual and scholarly ideals exemplified by the life and work of
Joan Kelly. The prize was established by the Coordinating Committee on Women in the
Historical Profession and the Conference Group on Women'’s History (now the Coordinat-
ing Council for Women in History), and is administered by the AHA. To be eligible for
consideration, submissions shall be books on any chronological period, any geographical
location, or in an area of feminist theory that incorporates an historical perspective. Books
should demonstrate originality of research, creativity of insight, graceful stylistic presenta-
tion, analytical skills, and recognition of the important role of sex and gender in the his-
torical process. The inter-relationship between women and the historical process should be
addressed. The submission deadline is May 15.

AHA

J. Franklin Jameson Award

This award recognizes outstanding editorial achievement. The honorific award is offered
every five years for the editing of historical sources. Works must be of a scholarly, historical
nature; review and journal editing are ineligible. There is no monetary prize but the winner
will receive a certificate in recognition of the award. The submission deadline is May 15.

AHA—Eugene Asher Award for Distinguished Teaching

The $1,000 award recognizes outstanding teaching and advocacy for history teaching at
two-year, four-year, and graduate colleges and universities. The award is named for the late
Eugene Asher, for many years a leading advocate for history teaching. The award is in-
tended for inspiring teachers whose techniques and mastery of subject matter made a real
difference to students of history. Nominations of mentors or teaching colleagues are ap-
propriate. An individual may not nominate his or her thesis adviser (current or within the
past five years). At the time of nomination, a nominee must still be alive but may be retired
or emeritus. Letters of nomination should be submitted to the AHA no later than April 15.

AHA—William Gilbert Award

This award recognizes outstanding contributions to the teaching of history through the
publication of journal articles. Eligible for consideration in a given year are articles by
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members of the AHA, published in the United States within the previous two years. Jour-
nals and individual members may submit nominations on the teaching of history (including
scholarship of teaching and learning, methodology and theory of pedagogy) for each bien-
nial cycle of this award. Journals, magazines, and other serials can submit up to two articles
for each award cycle. Each nominator is required to provide a brief letter of support with the
article. A copy of each letter of support and article must be sent for each member of the
Committee on Teaching Prizes. Entries must be postmarked by July 15.

AHA—Nancy Lyman Roelker Mentorship Award

This cash award was established to honor teachers of history who taught, guided, and
inspired their students in a way that changed their lives. Mentoring is as important to the
discipline of history as fine scholarship and good teaching. The ideal mentor is forthright,
supportive, constructively critical, and committed to the student as a person, regardless
of age or career goals. The award is given on a three-year cycle to graduate mentors
(including combined graduate and undergraduate teaching), secondary school teachers,
and undergraduate mentors (both two- and four-year colleges). Cover sheet and checklist,
all letters supporting the nomination, and curriculum vita must be postmarked no later than
March 31.

AHA—Norris and Carol Hundley Award

This award of $750 is given annually for the most distinguished book on any historical
subject submitted by a scholar who resides within the twenty-two Western states or four
Canadian provinces from which the Branch draws its membership. It is offered for both first
and subsequent books and to young as well as mature scholars. Historians, however, cannot
compete simultaneously for the Hundley and PCB Book Awards. Presses should submit
nominations from books to each member of the award committee. The deadline for sub-
mission is April 30.

AHA—Pacific Coast Branch Award

This award of $750 is given annually for the best book that is submitted by a scholar who
resides within the states and provinces from which the branch draws it membership. The
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award is offered only for first books, and it is usually given to younger scholars. Authors are
not eligible for both the PCB Award and the PCB’s Hundley Award. Copies of the book
should be sent directly to members of the selection committee. The deadline for submission
is April 30.

AHA—W. Turrentine Jackson Award

This award of $750 is given at the annual meeting of the American Historical Association,
Pacific Coast Branch, to the author of the most outstanding dissertation on any aspect of the
history of the American West in the twentieth century. The chair of the department must
submit a letter certifying that the author has been awarded the degree. Individual copies of
the dissertation must be sent directly to each member of the selection committee by April 30.

AHA—W. Turrentine Jackson Prize

This prize is given at the annual meeting of the American Historical Association, Pacific
Coast Branch to a graduate student whose essay on a topic within the fields of concentration
of the Pacific Historical Review has been judged to be of outstanding quality. The winning
essay will be published in the PHR and the author will receive a $750 cash award and
plaque. Applicants should submit their essays at any time during the year to David Johnson
or Carl Abbott, Managing Editors, Pacific Historical Review, Department of History, Port-
land State University, Portland, OR 97207.

AICGS—DAAD Prize for Distinguished Scholarship in German and

European Studies

Every year, the AICGS awards the DAAD Prize for Distinguished Scholarship in German
and European Studies in recognition of exceptional work in one of three areas of research:
policy studies, economics, and culture and politics. The central aim of this prize is to foster
a new generation of American scholarship on Germany and encourage innovative contri-
butions to the interdisciplinary scope of German Studies. Candidates must be members of
a university faculty or research institute staff in the United States at mid-career, be holders
of a doctoral degree from a university in the United States, and be U.S. citizens or permanent
residents. A jury composed of several of the most highly respected scholars in the field is
charged with selecting the winner. The prize carries a stipend of $5,000 and is awarded at
the Global Leadership Award Dinner in November in New York. Nominations must in-
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clude a nominating letter of no more than three pages, a curriculum vitae, and the names
of three other leading scholars familiar with the nominee’s work. Nominations must be
received no later than September 20.

The award is sponsored by the Woodrow Wilson
Foundation at Princeton University. It carries a cash prize of $5,000.

ASECS—Percy Adams Article Prize

The Southeastern American Society for Eighteenth-Century Studies (SEASECS) offers this
annual prize of $500, which recognizes excellence in scholarly studies on subjects from any
discipline focusing on any aspect of the eighteenth century. Submissions of multi-
disciplinary studies are especially encouraged. Authors of essays, publishers, or editors of
journals, anthologies, or scholarly works containing independent essays are invited to sub-
mit for consideration essays/articles published within the last year prior to the submission
deadline, which is November 15.

ASECS—Emilie Du Chatelet Award for Independent Scholarship

This annual award of $500 is made by the Women’s Caucus of ASECS to support research
in progress by an independent or adjunct scholar on a feminist or women’s studies subject.
The award is meant to fund work on the scale of a scholarly article, book chapter, or edition
for which research is already under way. Projects must advance understanding of women’s
experiences and/or contributions to eighteenth-century culture or offer a feminist analysis
of any aspect of eighteenth-century culture and/or society. The award is open to the mem-
bers of ASECS who have received the Ph.D. and who do not currently hold a tenured,
tenure-track, or job-secure position in a college or university, nor any permanent position
that requires or supports the pursuit of research. Faculty emeritae are not eligible. The
recipient will be asked to submit a brief written report on the progress of the project one
year after receiving the award, and wherever possible, will serve on the award committee
in the following year. Applications must include a curriculum vitae, a three- to five-page
research proposal outlining the project and the candidate’s plans for using the funds, and
evidence of progress on this project in the form of a conference paper, a related published
essay, an essay submitted for publication, etc. Submissions must be received by January 15.

ASECS—]James Clifford Prize

The annual prize of $500 recognizes articles on an aspect of eighteenth-century culture,
regardless of discipline. The article must have appeared in print in a journal, festschrift, or
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other serial publication within eighteen months prior to the submission deadline. The
winning author must be a member of the Society at the time of the award. Nominations
must be accompanied by eight copies of the article and must be received no later than
January 1.

ASECS—Annibel Jenkins Biography Prize

The prize of $1,000 is awarded for the best book-length biography of a restoration or
eighteenth-century subject. The prize is awarded in alternate (even) years. The book must
have a copyright date within the two previous years. Nominated authors must be ASECS
members. All submissions must be made by the publisher, and five copies must be received
by November 15.

ASECS—Louis Gottschalk Prize

The prize of $1,000 is awarded annually to the author of an outstanding historical or critical
study on the eighteenth century. All scholarly books, including commentaries, biographies,
and critical editions written in any modern language are eligible. Translations are ineligible.
Nominated authors must be ASECS members, and nominated books must have a copyright
date within twelve months prior to submission. Submissions must be made by the pub-
lisher, and five copies must be received by November 15.

ASECS—Catharine Macaulay Prize Competition

The annual prize by the Women’s Caucus of ASECS for the best graduate student paper on
a feminist or Women'’s Studies subject presented at the ASECS annual meeting or at any of
the regional meetings during the previous academic year. The prize carries an award of
$200. To be eligible for the prize, papers must advance understanding of women'’s experi-
ence and/or contributions to eighteenth-century culture or offer a feminist analysis of any
aspect of eighteenth-century culture and/or society. The deadline for submission is Sep-
tember 1.
